Make a free account and have a look at the free extract from the big book of the blue. Read the pages with an adult and discover some new facts. Is there any vocabulary you don’t understand? Make a glossary of new words with sound buttons and their meanings, e.g. tentacles, current, predators, vibrations, extinct, stomach, gills 
· Select a favourite information page from the text. Read again and make a note of the most important (key) bits of information. Then summarise the most relevant information on the page in their own words. You could do this as a presentation to someone on Zoom/Facetime.

· Using the page about octopuses, write a Q&A style fact file about them. You will need to write a question and then a statement, eg. How many hearts does an octopus have? An octopus has three hearts! 

You will need to think carefully about the punctuation that is needed. As a challenge, you could try using exclamation marks for surprising information.
