For the first half of this term our topic is ‘All Around
Us’ where the children will be learning all about the
local environment. Following on from this, after
October half term, our topic is ‘Toys & Gifts’.

° During the first half term in English,

They will begin by labelling their own
creations and making lists for different real-life
purposes. Following on from this, the children will
be writing their own captions for their own rocket
creations.

In maths this term the children will start by focusing on place value and understanding
how much a number is worth between 0 and 20. They will be using a range of resources
to make numbers, identifying one more and one less and sorting objects into groups.
They will then move on to adding and subtracting numbers using both resources and
numbper lines. Alongside this the children will be exploring weight, length and capacity
through our ongoing provision as well as shape in a variety of
different ways both inside and out of the classroom.
